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DAY 1 - SATURDAY

ROME 

At 6:00 PM, meet the tour leader at the reception.

DAY 2  - SUNDAY

ROME - MONTEPULCIANO 
- PIENZA - SIENA 

Breakfast at the hotel and departure to the Tuscany region. 
Arrive at Montepulciano, a medieval city perched on a hill, 
world-famous for producing the “Nobile” wine. This village is rich 
in Renaissance buildings, ancient churches, and hidden corners. 
From Montepulciano, enjoy the fabulous landscape of the Orcia 
Valley and Chiana Valley. Continue to the charming Pienza, one 
of the most characteristic medieval villages in the heart of the 
Orcia Valley, known as the “ideal city” of the Renaissance and 
for its strong ties to rural traditions. This is evident as soon as 
you enter the old town through its main gate and stroll along the 
“corso,” lined with shops showcasing local products, including 
the famous “Pecorino di Pienza.” Transfer to the hotel in Siena.

DAY 3  - MONDAY

SIENA - SAN GIMIGNANO 
- CHIANTI - MESTRE  

After breakfast, visit the elegant city of Siena, full of charm 
and historical memories, considered one of the most beautiful 
medieval cities in Italy. The heart of the city is the famous Piazza 
del Campo, shaped like a shell, where the renowned “Palio di 
Siena” takes place, a key event for all Sienese. Visit the stunning 
Gothic-style Siena Cathedral, housing treasures by Donatello, 
Pisano, and Michelangelo, as well as frescoes by the celebrated 
Pinturicchio. Proceed to San Gimignano, a medieval village 
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famous for its towers, of which only 13 out of the original 72 
remain. This UNESCO World Heritage site is characterized by its 
beautiful squares and historical center. Continue to the Chianti 
region, renowned for its Tuscan landscape with vineyards, 
cypress trees, and picturesque villages. Enjoy a panoramic 
drive and visit a local winery for a Chianti wine tasting and local 
delicacies. Transfer to the hotel in Mestre and free time.

DAY 4  - TUESDAY

MESTRE - VENICE - MESTRE   

Breakfast at the hotel and free time.

OPTIONAL EXCURSION: 
Venice 
Guided tour of Venice, a unique city built on 120 islands connec-
ted by over 400 bridges. Venice boasts an extraordinary cultural 
and artistic heritage, inspiring poets and artists for centuries: 
the elegant buildings along the Grand Canal, the delicate Doge’s

Its historic center 
is a UNESCO World Heritage site, celebrated for its architectu-
re, romantic charm, and scenic views over the Adige River. Pro-
ceed to Sirmione, a picturesque town on the southern shores 

of Lake Garda, nicknamed “the pearl of islands and peninsulas.” 
It boasts historical and artistic treasures, including Roman villa 
ruins, the Scaligero Castle, and the Church of San Pietro in Mavi-
no. Transfer to the hotel in Milan.

Boat Tour on Lake Garda 
A boat trip on Lake Garda reveals its secrets and breathtaking 
views, offering a unique and relaxing experience.

DAY 6 - THURSDAY

MILAN      

Breakfast at the hotel and a guided tour of Milan, a city renow-
ned for its immense historical, artistic, and architectural herita-
ge. Milan is also famous as Italy’s fashion capital, a hub of indus-
try, and a nerve center of the Italian economy. A walk through 
Milan must include its iconic landmarks: Piazza del Duomo, one

Next is 
an excursion to the Borromean Islands, including Isola Bella with 
its monumental palace, Isola dei Pescatori (Fishermen’s Island) 
with its picturesque charm, and Isola Madre, known for its 
botanical gardens filled with rare plants. Lunch will be on Isola 
dei Pescatori, featuring local cuisine. Return to Stresa for some 
free time, then back to the hotel in the afternoon.

Continue to Tre-
mezzo to visit Villa Carlotta, overlooking the lake and surroun-
ded by magnificent gardens. A boat ride will take you to Bellagio, 
one of the most enchanting towns on Lake Como, where you 
can enjoy free time to explore its charming corners. Return to 
the hotel in the afternoon.
