DAY 1 - SATURDAY

NAPLES

Arrival at Naples Airport and transfer to the hotel. Free time to
explore at your leisure. At 6:00 PM, meet your tour leader at
the reception.

DAY 2 - SUNDAY

NAPLES - POMPEII - NAPLES

Breakfast at the hotel and departure to the Campania region.
Transfer to Pompeii for a guided tour of the archaeological re-
mains buried under lava during the eruption of Mount Vesuvius
in 79 AD, along with Herculaneum, Stabiae, and Oplontis. After
the visit, enjoy lunch featuring the renowned Neapolitan pizza.
In the afternoon, return transfer to the hotel.

After breakfast, transfer to the port to board the boat to Capri,
the most famous island of the Campanian archipelago. Located
across from the Sorrentine Peninsula in the Gulf of Naples, Capri
has been captivating emperors, artists, and celebrities for cen-
turies. It’s the most iconic island, frequently appearing in films
and advertising campaigns. With nearly year-round sunshine,
visiting Capri offers access to breathtaking spots: secret coves,
lively alleys, cliffs, and mountains with spectacular panoramas.
During the visit, enjoy a lunch break at one of the island’s typical
restaurants. In the afternoon, return to the hotel.

DAY 5 - WEDNESDAY

NAPLES

Breakfast at the hotel and transfer to the station for departure
by train to Milan. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel in Milan and
check-in to the reserved rooms.

NAPLES - AMALFI - POSITANO - NAPLES

Breakfast at the hotel and then a boat excursion from Naples to
Amalfi and Positano. Upon arrival in Amalfi, visit the splendid
city that gives its name to the entire coast, famous for being
one of the ancient maritime republics, and declared a UNESCO
World Heritage site. Don’t miss the chance to visit the famous
Cathedral of Saint Andrew and the Paper Museum during your
free time. Afterward, continue to Positano, the pearl of the
Amalfi Coast, with its unique atmosphere, narrow streets, small
shops, and colorful ceramics. Capture the magic of the place with
a postcard-like photo from the sea before concluding your day of
exploration. In the late afternoon, return to the hotel in Naples.

DAY 4 - TUESDAY

NAPLES - CAPRI - NAPLES

MILAN

Breakfast at the hotel and a tour of Milan, a city rich in invalua-
ble historical, artistic, and architectural heritage. Milan is also
renowned as the Italian capital of fashion, an industrial hub, and
a central player in the Italian economy. A stroll through Milan
must include visits to some of its iconic landmarks: Piazza del
Duomo, one of the largest and most captivating squares in Italy,
home to the magnificent Gothic-style Cathedral; the Teatro alla
Scala, a cultural symbol of Milan and one of the most prestigious
theaters in the world for its history, architecture, and perfor-
mances; and the Galleria Vittorio Emanuele Il. Enjoy free time
before returning to the hotel.

OPTIONAL EXCURSION:
Navigli District of Milan: A Symbol of Milanese Nightlife
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Excursion to discover the Navigli district, one of the most pic-
turesque areas of Milan, renowned worldwide for its vibrant
nightlife and the hundreds of venues scattered along the banks
of its canals. The tour includes a stop to admire the illumina-
ted Duomo of Milan, one of the most striking Gothic cathedrals.
After a brief walk to explore the history of this fascinating nei-
ghborhood, you’ll have the opportunity to enjoy an aperitivo
during the iconic “happy hour.”

DAY 7 - FRIDAY

MILAN - LAKE MAGGIORE: STRESA
AND BORROMEAN ISLANDS - MILAN

Breakfast at the hotel and departure to Stresa, a splendid tou-
rist destination on Lake Maggiore. This charming town is nestled
in an unparalleled scenic setting, offering breathtaking views of
the Alps and Lake Maggiore, home to the famous Borromean
Islands. Next, enjoy an excursion to the Borromean Islands,
featuring the monumental Isola Bella, the picturesque Isola dei
Pescatori, and Isola Madre, renowned for its botanical garden
filled with rare plants. During the excursion, lunch will be served
on Isola dei Pescatori, featuring typical dishes of the local cuisi-
ne. Return to Stresa and enjoy free time before heading back to
the hotel in the afternoon.

DAY 8 - SATURDAY

MILAN - LAKE COMO: COMO, VILLA
CARLOTTA, AND BELLAGIO - MILAN

After breakfast, departure to Como for a guided tour of one of the
most beloved cities in northern Italy. Highlights include the Duo-
mo, the Broletto (medieval town hall), the Terragni Palace, an-
cient alleys, and remnants of the medieval city walls. Transfer to
Tremezzo for a guided visit to Villa Carlotta, which overlooks the
lake and is surrounded by a magnificent park filled with stunning
plants and flowers. From Tremezzo, take a boat transfer to Bella-

gio, one of the most beautiful tourist destinations on Lake Como.
Enjoy free time to soak in the charming atmosphere and explore
the enchanting corners of this gem, often called the “Pearl of Lake
Como.” In the afternoon, return to the hotel. In the evening, enjoy
a dinner featuring typical local dishes from the region.

DAY 9 - SUNDAY

MILAN

Breakfast at the hotel and transfer to the airport or train station.
